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I.   Introduction and Purpose

The Bel-O-Mar Regional Council (Bel-O-Mar) is an interstate regional planning and
development council of governments whose service area for economic development planning
includes Marshall, Ohio, and Wetzel Counties in West Virginia and Belmont County in Ohio. In
addition, the U.S. Economic Development Administration has designated Ohio, Marshall, and
Wetzel counties in West Virginia as an Economic Development District (EDD). As shown in Figure
1 below, there are 11 regional planning and development council of governments in West Virginia
and Bel-O-Mar’s service area includes Region 10.  Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy
(CEDS) and the Regional Development Plan (RDP) for Region 10 is developed and administered by
Bel-O-Mar.  RDP/CEDS planning process is designed to identify the economic and community
development needs of the region and guide its economic growth strategy. The RDP/CEDS process
incorporates efforts of many individuals and organizations, including local, state, and federal
government agencies, private industry, and others who have a stake in the region’s economic
development. The purpose is to help create jobs, cultivate a more stable and diversified economy,
and improve the quality of life in the region.  CEDS planning process results in a five year strategic
plan that is updated annually to reflect changes.

The Plan provides an overview of the region, including economic and other characteristics. It
also provides an assessment of progress on regional economic development fronts, discusses
strengths and challenges in the District that can impact future development, and outlines a set of
goals, objectives, and activities as part of a plan to address local development issues. The 2009 -
2013 plan replaces the previously adopted 2004 - 2008 plan.  EDA requires an annual update of this
plan.  The purpose of this update is to take stock of economic changes in the ED and adjust the
CEDS accordingly.  The 2009 update incorporates all changes that occurred since the adoption of
the current 2009-2013 CEDS.  Some of the information in this Plan is drawn from the Belomar
Region Labor Market Study 2006 prepared for the Belomar Regional Council by Dr. George W.
Hammond, a Research Associate Professor with West Virginia University’s Bureau of Business and
Economic Research. Throughout the CEDS plan this study is referred to as the Belomar Study.

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II.  Council Organization

A.  Mission, Structure, and Programs

The Bel-O-Mar Regional Council (Bel-O-Mar) is a regional organization comprised of local
member governments in the region, who cooperatively participate in comprehensive planning to
provide for the efficient management of limited resources and revenues for the general welfare of all
citizens in the region.  The elected officials from municipal and county governments, designated
local, state and federal government representatives, and appointed members from the private and
public sector make up the Bel-O-Mar board.  Board members appoint members to the Executive
Committee.  The Executive Committee members from Ohio, Marshall and Wetzel counties
constitute the CEDS Committee.  A list of CEDS committee members is provided as Attachment 1.

B.  Changes in the Region

The changes affecting the economic development and the planning process since the
previously adopted 2009-2013 CEDS are included in this annual update.  These changes are then
evaluated and the CEDS is updated accordingly.  An updated list of major successes in the EDD in
the last five years is included as Attachment 2.

The regional council policy board and CEDS committee membership had a few changes last
year.  These changes are shown in the membership list included as Attachment 1.  The regional
planning process and Goals and Objectives of the CEDS however, remained unchanged.  CEDS
development effort and transportation planning conducted in the region under SAFETEA-LU has
complemented each other in the development of this update.

The district experienced several changes in Fiscal Year 2009 and these changes are presented
below.

Labor Force

Civilian Labor Force, Employment, and Unemployment

Based on data from the West Virginia Bureau of Employment Programs, the civilian labor
force in the district has decreased by 17% in twenty years from 1980 to 2000.  This is a net loss of
9,580 from the 1980 total of 55,050.  As shown in Table 1 and Figure 2, a similar loss is seen in the
available data since 2000.  Between 2000 and 2008 a net loss of 3,290 is estimated which translates
into an annual loss of approximately 1%.  Consistent with this decrease in civilian labor force,
employment in the district also shows an annual drop of slightly below 1% over the same eight year
period.  A comparison of employment rates is presented in Figure 3.  Although the annual
unemployment rate in the district has declined from a high of 6.1% in 2003 to 4.8% in 2008, it still
remains higher than the statewide rate of 4.3% in 2008.  It is also expected to rise in 2009 reflecting
job loss due to recession.  The seasonally unadjusted unemployment rate in the EDD for the month
of June, 2009 ranges from a low of 9.0% for Ohio County to 14.3% for Wetzel County.

The labor force in Ohio and Marshall Counties shrunk by 6.2% and 6.7% respectively over
the eight years from 2000 to 2008.  The employment loss was almost identical at 5.8% and 5.9%. 
Wetzel County, however, had substantial losses.  The labor force shrunk by 11.8% and employment
loss was 10.8%.  The unemployment rate may continue to rise until the recovery from the economic
recession.  The unemployment rate can change due to job loss/gain and change in population. 
When the unemployment rate begins to fall, it will not be known til the 2010 Census whether the
drop is due to job growth or population decline.

 The Bel-O-Mar Study suggests that the unemployment rate can fall even without job growth
if there is a decline in population.  According to the Bel-O-Mar Study “Unemployment rates in the
state and the region declined during the 1980s due mostly to population declines...[From] 1983 to
1990 the state saw its unemployment rate drop from 17.4 percent to 8.6 percent and the region
experienced a drop from 16.5 percent to 7.1 percent, even though there was little or no job growth.”

As the Bel-O-Mar Study explains, Nonfarm payroll employment is one of the most
important indicators of economic performance available to analysts.  It measures one key facet of a
region’s ability to generate a competitive standard of living: the number of jobs.  Jobs, in turn, are
important for the income they generate.

The data presented in Table 2 shows that the West Virginia Nonfarm employment grew
every year since 2005.  Only marginal gain in total nonfarm employment are seen in 2007 and 2008. 
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EDD however, shows virtually no growth from 2006 to 2007 and modest gain in 2008.  Since 2000,
the EDD has faired better than the state.  Over the eight year period, the statewide gain was 3.4%
while EDD grew by 4.2%.  The EDD gained service jobs (6.2%) over the eight years, the statewide
gain for the same period was 5.1%.  In the manufacturing sector, the EDD experienced significant
loss.  While the state has lost 4.3% of manufacturing jobs since 2008, the EDD loss is 7.6%.

Within the EDD, Ohio County has a net gain in total employment compared to the previous
year and since 2000.  The largest gain is in the service sector.  The double digit gain (10%) since
2008, is largely due to the developments at “The Highlands”.  Although the manufacturing sector
shows a slight gain since 2000, the employment actually dropped by 4.6% in comparison to 2007.

Marshall County had a net loss of 450 jobs since 2000.  Over the eight years Marshall
County lost 3.8% of total nonfarm jobs, while the state experienced a 3.4% increase.  The biggest
loss at 14.8%, since 2000, is in the manufacturing sector.  The substantial loss in well paying
manufacturing jobs is not offset by the growth in service sector.

Wetzel County has suffered the most severe losses within the EDD.  Overall job loss since
2000 is 6.1%.  In the manufacturing sector, even though the net loss is 50 jobs, it translates into a
8.2% loss due to a smaller job base.  Wetzel County service employment was virtually unchanged
since the previous year, however, in comparison to the jobs in 2000, a significant (5.9%) loss can be
seen.

C. Change in Regional Economy

The regional economy suffered due to the economic recession.  Several manufacturing jobs
that supported the automobile industry were lost.  The steel production was cut due to a lack of
orders.  Cutbacks in steel production affected demand for local coal.  While nationwide, several

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financial institutions suffered heavy losses, the local institutions remained solvent and viable.  A few
permit related and financial set backs were felt in the continued development of “The Highlands” in
the Ohio County.  In spite of these set backs “The Highlands” remains a bright spot bringing new
businesses and jobs to the area.

D. Effects of Economic Recession and American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA)

Like the rest of the nation, the EDD has suffered the affects of a prolonged economic
recession.  Hardest hit is the manufacturing and retail.  As per the West Virginia Gazette
(www.wvgazette.com), “four years ago Wheeling Pittsburgh Steel and Weirton Steel employed
more than 7,000.  Today the names have changed, as has the number of steel workers: Arcelor
Mittal Weirton employs 1,023; at Severstal Wheeling it is 303.”  In the EDD Severstal Wheeling has
laid off more than 800 workers since October, 2008 and media reports indicate that the company
may pull out of the United States, resulting in an additional loss of 303 jobs.

Columbia Chemical in Marshall County could not survive the automotive sales slump and
closed its doors for good leaving 55 employees without jobs.  This chemical plant produced a black
carbon powder out of oil that is used to make ink, tires, and other parts for the automotive industry.

Bayer Material Sciences has eliminated more than 200 jobs since 2007.  Another 70 jobs are
lost this year.  This plant produces high performance polymers that are used in the automotive and
home construction industries.

Due to a lack of available credit, the Houston Based Synthesis Energy Systems pulled out of
a partnership with Consol Energy to build the Coal Liquification Plant in Marshall County and
Procon, an Oklahoma based metal fabrication company, pulled out of a deal to start operation in
New Martinsville.

Closing of the Value City Store in Marshall County and Circuit City in Belmont County has
resulted in a loss of more than 130 jobs.  Many small businesses such as Crone’s Clothiers have
also ceased operations.

The unemployment rate in the EDD is also on the rise.  In Marshall County, the
unemployment rate for June, 2009 was 10.2% up from 9.2% the previous month (May) and 4.9% in
June, 2008.  Wetzel County was even worse with an unemployment rate of 14.3% for the month of
June this year, up from 11.4% in May and 7.0% a year ago.  Ohio County’s rate was 9.0% in June,
2009; 8.2% in May, 2009 and 4.2% in June, 2008.  The State’s unemployment rate for June, 2009
was 9.4%.  Both Marshall and Wetzel county rates were above the state average, while Ohio
County’s rate was slightly below the state average.

In order to soften and eventually recover from the efforts of the current economic recession,
the EDD received funds from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act.  For roadway
improvements and transit assistance, almost 14 million dollars are forthcoming, education is set to
receive over $6 million and public safety will get approximately $240,000.  In addition, the Housing
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and Urban Development agency is providing over $3 million to the Housing Authorities in the EDD. 
The City of Glen Dale is receiving a loan of approximately $1,665,000 for improvements to its
drinking water systems.

Although the ARRA funds are expected to improve the economic conditions significantly,
the full effect will not be known til all funds are expended.  Thus, the full effect of ARRA will not be
known for at least two years, but signs of improvement should be visible within one year.  As per
the rule of thumb that $92,000 in expenditure generates one job, the EDD stands to generate
approximately 270 jobs.

E. Assessment or Progress

The assessment is based on the progress made in achieving adopted goals and objectives of
the CEDS.  For a majority of goals and objectives, the assessment is presented after each goal and
after each objective for that goal.  However, in a few instances the assessment for all objectives of a
goal is combined and presented after the last listed objective for that goal.

GOAL I: TO CREATE STABLE JOBS PROVIDING EMPLOYEES WITH A DECENT STANDARD OF
LIVING.

In FY2008, the affects of prolonged national economic recession were felt in the state and
EDD.  Both the state and EDD saw net job loss.  While the number of employees in the state fell by
0.8%, the EDD loss was far less at 0.5%.  Statewide labor force shrunk by 0.9%, while the EDD
labor force reduction was less than half of that at 0.4%.  Based on the latest available data, statewide
per capita income rose by 4.18% in 2007 while the EDD per capita income increase was 3.89%.

OBJECTIVE 1: TO EXPAND AND IMPROVE THE POOL OF INDUSTRIAL AND COMMERCIAL SITE
LOCATIONS IN THE DISTRICT.

Efforts continued to develop additional parcels in “The Highlands”.  Legal delays due to
permit issues were resolved and the land is being prepared for additional development.  The City of
Moundsville is actively working on cleaning the Fostoria Site for development and the City of New
Martinsville is actively seeking tenants for its industrial park.

STRATEGIES:

1. To improve and expand water and sewer systems to existing industrial and commercial 
business parks such as The Highlands to meet future demand.

To sustain continued growth at “The Highlands”, a $6.4 million grant application is under
review by EDA.  Of the 6.8 million in construction costs needed to build a new 1 million gallon
water storage tank with 16" water line, $1.6 million has been approved by the West Virginia
Infrastructure and Jobs Development Council (WVIJDC).
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To retain existing businesses in the vicinity of “The Highlands”, an application for $1.38
million for extending sewer service to 11 businesses in Dallas Pike is also under review by EPA.  Of
the $1.38 million needed, $880,000 in local funds are available for this project.  This sewer extension
is also expected to serve the future economic developments in this area

2. Develop new industrial and business park sites in the District.

On September 30, 2007, Bayer Corporation closed the methylene diphenyl isocyanate (MDI)
facility at the plant and announced a new tenant for its new business park in New
Martinsville.  The new tenant - the River Valley Bio-Refinery, LLC will build a biodiesel
facility.  The available parcels in existing industrial and business parks are continuously
marketed to bring new jobs to the district.

3. Encourage the reuse of abandoned industrial and commercial sites.

Regional Economic Development Partnership (RED) maintains a list of all vacant and
available properties.  The list is utilized in matching needs of prospective businesses.

The City of Moundsville received a $200,000 EPA Brownfields Grant under the American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) to clean up the old Fostoria Glass Factory site of known
asbestos dangers.  Within the vicinity of the Celeron Plaza in Wheeling and Center Wheeling, many
abandoned commercial buildings have been renovated.  The recently vacated Straub Automotive
property in Downtown Wheeling has been acquired by the West Virginia Northern Community
College for conversion into a classroom type learning facility.  Soon to be vacated, the Hazel Atlas
building in East Wheeling was purchased by the Youth Services System.  The West Liberty
University Warwood facility has also been bought by a local attorney.

The City of Wheeling using the Home Rule options, has passed an ordinance to impose a
charge on vacant buildings that violate the City’s building code.  This move is expected to address
abandoned facilities in the City.

4. Encourage public land banking where feasible.

The City of Wheeling has acquired three dilapidated buildings in the downtown area with the
objective to revitalize the downtown.  RED Partnership has also purchased properties for renovation
and reuse.

5. Support the development of an outlet mall or similar concept.

At one time, the City of Wheeling was actively pursuing a mall type of development. 
However, that idea was abandoned when the developer backed out and new outlets were built in
Washington, Pennsylvania.  No such concept is actively advanced at this time.

6. Pursue federal funding to assess the extent of Brownfield sites (certain properties where 
hazardous contaminants may be present) in the District and their potential for cleanup and 
economic reuse or revitalization.
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The City of Moundsville received an ARRA Brownfields grant to clean the Fostoria site of
known asbestos dangers.

OBJECTIVE 2: TO ATTRACT NEW BUSINESS TO THE DISTRICT AND HELP EXISTING ONES EXPAND.

Regional Economic Development Partnership continually targets business and industrial
sectors that match well to the district’s strengths.  Target efforts are made on an ongoing basis to
seek and attract business to the district.

During the past couple of years, several new businesses moved to the EDD and several
others were helped to expand.

STRATEGIES:

1. Pursue new business from outside the District from within industrial sectors where the 
District appears to have competitive advantages.

The local leaders and economic development agencies succeeded in attracting new business. 
The list of new business that moved in the EDD recently is as follows:

2. Continue to provide a good mix of public and private financing tools for businesses to fund 
improvements and expansion activities.

The local jurisdictions, State Development Office, and Regional Economic Development
(RED) agency continue to work with existing and prospective businesses to provide an innovative
mix of public and private financing tools.

3. Work with local businesses to help identify expansion opportunities and address business 
needs.

The following businesses in the EDD invested in expansion and/or improving operations:

• AEP Kammer/Mitchell Plant
Marshall County
Completed installation of scrubbers and other clean air technology at the power
plant.
$900 million investment
Created 55 permanent jobs

• Consol Energy
Marshall County
Consol is investing $200 million for capital improvements at the Shoemaker and
McElroy mines.

• Expansion of “The Highlands”
A 120,000 square foot facility to house the AT&T Call Center

20,000 square foot of space to house West Liberty University’s Highlands Campus

Relocation of three automobile dealerships

Opening of sit in and fast food restaurants

• Ziengenfelder Co.
A 30,000 square foot freezer was built in East Wheeling.  Prior to this, the company
was shipping its twin pops to Pittsburgh for storage.  This was a public private
partnership with WVDO providing $2 million.

4. Continue to support the development of high tech business initiatives at The Highlands and 
throughout the District.

The local leaders and economic development agencies continue to support the high tech
business initiative.  RED Partnership continues to operate the Millennium Centre that houses several 
technology companies.
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5. Pursue full implementation of Wheeling's Heritage Area Plan.

Wheeling National Heritage Area Corporation (WNHAC) supported by local leaders and
economic development agencies continues to advance the plan.  The riverfront improvements and
amphitheater successfully host several annual events.

6. Encourage the development of projects that capitalize on the District's rich historical 
resources.

The City, WNHAC and Wheeling Business and Convention Bureau are committed to
renovating the historical Capitol Music Hall in downtown Wheeling.  The Capitol Music Hall was
purchased for $615,000 and Wheeling-Ohio County Convention and Visitor’s Bureau is overseeing its
renovation.  The Capitol Music Hall is slated to reopen its doors in the Fall of 2009.

7. Continue support for the growth of Oglebay Park.

The Oglebay Park with a multi state draw, is a valuable asset for the EDD.  Oglebay Park
growth is supported locally.

8. Continue support for the growth of the NTTC Business Accelerator program.

Several technology related research projects have been undertaken under this program.  The
technology portfolio can be seen at http://www.sbipp.com/technologyportfolios/technology_list.asp

BENEFIT:

The benefit of these accomplishments are as follows:

• The investment by AEP to install scrubbers at the power plant benefitted the district by
attracting cluster industries in the Gypsum Wallboard Plant.  The wallboard plant in turn
attracted Gypsum Express, a trucking company with 70 employees.

• The success of “The Highlands” provided opportunity for three automobile dealers to increase
their business by relocating there.  This in turn created opportunity for the WVNCC to expand
its downtown campus concept by acquiring adjacent vacated automotive dealer property. 
This created an opportunity for the Youth Services to improve their operations by moving
some of their functions in WVNCC’s vacated building in East Wheeling.  Concentrated
economic activity at “The Highlands” provided an opportunity for WLU to start a “Highlands
Campus” for the benefit of employees that would want to further their education and skills.

• The closing of Bayer’s MDI plant provided incentive for the company to use its assets to
attract third party ventures in a business park on its property.  The first tenant will use some of
the assets of MDI process.  This initiated a private sector venture in which Bayer will help third
party businesses with technical and relocation needs to help them relocate in this business
park.
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• The City of Wheeling’s home rule option to charge incremental fees for vacant buildings is
expected to provide impetus for seeking and attracting new tenants that will bring additional
economic activity to the district.

GOAL II: TO IMPROVE AND EXPAND WATER AND WASTEWATER SYSTEMS AND OTHER
COMMUNITY FACILITIES IN THE DISTRICT THAT WILL SUPPORT FUTURE GROWTH AND
ENSURE THE HEALTH AND SAFETY OF ALL RESIDENTS.

Within the EDD, water and sewer projects with an estimated cost of over $41 million are
underway, approved or applications are under review by funding agencies.  These projects range from
upgrading and extending water and wastewater systems to serve new customers, replace deteriorated
lines, build new water storage tanks to facilitate economic activity and undertake needed maintenance.

OBJECTIVE 1: TO IMPROVE FUNDING OPPORTUNITIES FOR LOCAL GOVERNMENTS SEEKING
FINANCIAL AID FOR WATER, WASTEWATER, AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT
PROJECTS.

Applications for fourteen water and sewer projects in the EDD are either funded, under review
or submitted.

STRATEGIES:

1. Follow through with an EDA Public Works Grant of $6.4 million currently under review by
EDA to extend water service and supply to The Highlands to support economic development.

2. Provide communities with project pre-application technical assistance.

Technical assistance is provided to all local jurisdictions on an as needed basis.

3. Assist communities with the preparation of grant applications for state and federal aid.

Assistance is provided to local communities in the preparation of grant applications.  A
summary and status of recent applications are presented in Table 3.

4. Administer water, wastewater, and community development projects for communities lacking
administrative capacity.

For smaller communities lacking administrative capacity, Bel-O-Mar prepares funding
applications and administers grants upon approval.  At present, 7 projects are being administered by
Bel-O-Mar.  In addition, four projects have been funded and will also be administered by Bel-O-Mar.

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5. Work with state and federal agencies to help identify the District's most critical priorities.

Bel-O-Mar updates the regional priority list every year.  Selection and prioritization of projects
is done by the membership representing all local jurisdictions in the EDD.

OBJECTIVE 2: THE WATER AND WASTE WATER PLANNING IS NECESSARY FOR OPTIMAL UTILIZATION
OF RESOURCES AND BEING PROACTIVE IN MAINTENANCE, REPLACEMENT, UPGRADE
AND EXPANSION OF FACILITIES AS NEEDED.

STRATEGIES:

1. Encourage communities to adopt capital investment programs to ensure that water and 
wastewater systems are adequately maintained and developed.

Generally, larger communities have capital investment programs to ensure maintenance and
development of water and wastewater systems.  In spite of these efforts, the expenditure has not kept
pace with needed replacement.  As a result, the distribution systems in the EDD have aged.  The
problem is more pronounced in smaller communities lacking administrative capacity and financial
resources to undertake continued and consistent long term planning.

In preparing applications for the smaller communities, planning issues are addressed in needs
assessment, project jurisdiction and project prioritization.  The comprehensive planning in the EDD is
lacking.  Only the City of Wheeling has a comprehensive plan and Marshall County has a 10 year
facilities plan.  Bel-O-Mar prepares a regional CEDS/RDP and a Long Range Transportation Plan.

2. Encourage the consolidation of water and wastewater systems where feasible.

The consolidation efforts are generally resisted by the entities involved.  Even though the law
provides for metro government, the idea is not being pursued locally.

3. Encourage the West Virginia Legislature to approve legislation to assist communities with 
Geographic Information Systems technology to map municipal water and wastewater 
systems.

The West Virginia Legislature created the Statewide Addressing and Mapping Board (SAMB). 
The board oversaw the development of a statewide database that eventually will have all addresses in
each county geocoded for use in GIS.  Within the EDD, work on addressing for SAMB data is
underway.  Once completed, this dataset along with a parcel layer, will provide a valuable geo dataset
for use in planning, maintenance and development of water and wastewater systems.

OBJECTIVE 3: TO EXPAND PUBLIC WATER AND WASTEWATER SERVICE INTO UNSERVED AREAS.

The grant applications funded, under review or submitted, will expand water distribution
systems to serve almost 600 new and/or underserved customers within the district.  The sewer service
extensions will tie in 300 new customers and 11 businesses.
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STRATEGIES:

1. Identify rural areas having critical need for public water and wastewater facilities.

The rural area needs in Marshall County are identified in a 10 year facilities plan and are
addressed accordingly by the PSD.  In Ohio and Wetzel Counties, the PSD oversees the needs and
distribution systems in the rural areas.  At present, 8 out of 14 projects funded, approved or applied
for are outside the urbanized area boundaries.

2. Increase the acceptance of public wastewater systems by residents of rural areas.

The cost of providing services in the rural areas is the biggest impediment.  It is compounded
by the general unwillingness or inability of the rural consumer to pay the cost of public wastewater
service.  The hilly terrain and soil type in the area adds to the cost of extending these facilities to the
rural areas and does not lend itself to efficient operation of septic systems.  The PSDs in the district
continue to promote public services in the rural areas.

BENEFITS:

The viability of water and wastewater systems is critical not only for sustaining economic
activity in the region, it is equally important in sustaining and improving the quality of life of its
people.  Thus, the benefits of maintaining and developing water and sewer systems is far reaching and
critical for the survival of an area.  A comprehensive plan approach for solving service issues ensures
optimal use of resources.  Marshall County has taken the lead in developing a ten year facilities plan
that guides the upgrade and development of these services in the county.  The City of Wheeling in
Ohio County has a comprehensive plan that touches on infrastructure issues including water and
sewer.  Both counties benefit from these progressive actions to address the needs of their residents. 
Wetzel County is mostly rural and has multiple entities that oversee water and wastewater systems in
the county.  Within the planning process, the needs of the unserved and underserved areas are
identified and addressed appropriately.

The three counties in the district benefit from assistance provided by Bel-O-Mar in preparing
grant applications.  Bel-O-Mar provides services pertaining to census data, GIS and technical
assistance in grant writing.  Small communities, lacking administrative capacities, benefit from the
grantsmanship of Bel-O-Mar’s staff in securing funds for their projects in a highly competitive
environment.  In turn, these funds bring to fruition projects that improve the quality of life and
facilitate the economic development in the region.  The benefits are also seen in bringing the clean
drinking water and wastewater system to more residents and facilitating the economic development. 
As more areas get coverage, more people get access to services and land in the vicinity becomes more
attractive for additional development.

Tools, such as GIS and SAMB datasets, provide opportunities to undertake more efficient
planning, maintenance and development of both water and wastewater systems.
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GOAL III: TO CREATE AND MAINTAIN SAFE AND AFFORDABLE HOUSING FOR THE DISTRICT'S
LOW AND MODERATE  INCOME POPULATION.

Bel-O-Mar prepares grant applications for local jurisdictions to seek funds from the
Community Housing Improvement Program (CHIP).  Once obtained, Bel-O-Mar also administers
these funds for the communities that do not have the administrative capacity.

OBJECTIVE 1: TO ENSURE THAT THE DISTRICT’S MODESTLY PRICED HOUSING IS MAINTAINED.

Bel-O-Mar applies and administers CHIP grants in Belmont County, Ohio in addition to the
three counties in the EDD.  The staff also ascertains that all the work completed under CHIP meets
applicable building codes.

1. Prepare CHIP applications for eligible communities

A Community Housing Improvement Program application was submitted in May, 2009 on
behalf of the Belmont County Commissioners in the amount of $500,000 which was awarded in
September of 2009.

2. Administers Community Housing Improvement Programs for communities needing
assistance.

Bel-O-Mar continues to administer $1,000,000 in ongoing CHIP Programs for the City of St.
Clairsville and the Belmont County Commissioners in Ohio and is also administering a $500,000
Small Cities Block Grant Housing Rehab Program for the City of Moundsville in West Virignia.

3. Recruit local banks to participate as CHIP lenders.

As part of the CHIP Home Buyer Downpayment Assistance and Rehab Programs, Bel-O-Mar
is instrumental in matching potential home buyers with local lenders for the purposes of providing
home mortgage assistance to compliment the down payment and rehab funds provided through the
CHIP Programs.

4. Encourage communities to adopt housing codes that fairly represent community standards
and can be enforced by code officials.

All work completed under the housing programs which Bel-O-Mar administers for its member
communities is subject to local or state building codes.  If a community does not have a local building
code, the Ohio Residential Rehab Standards are adopted and adhered to for the purposes of the CHIP
programs.  Additionally, Bel-O-Mar has a trained Rehabilitation Specialist and Licensed Lead Risk
Assessor on staff who identifies code violations and ensures they are corrected as part of the rehab
process.
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BENEFITS:

The low and moderate income residents benefit from the CHIP program.  The housing
programs also ensure that all rehab work on low income homes is according to the building codes to
ensure safe habitable low and moderate income housing.

GOAL IV: PROVIDE SAFE, FAST, AND ECONOMIC MOVEMENT OF GOODS AND PEOPLE.

Bel-O-Mar maintains a Long Range Transportation Plan that is updated every four years.  The
most recent plan was approved by the FHWA in March, 2008.  The plan addresses this goal in detail
and is posted at http://www.belomar.org.

A four year Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) consistent with the Long Range
Transportation Plan is prepared biennially.

Bel-O-Mar’s TIP currently includes roadway maintenance and improvement projects totaling
over $42 million in Marshall and Ohio Counties.  Wetzel County has six projects costing
approximately $3 million in the Statewide Transportation Improvement Program (STIP).  As the TIP
and STIP are revised many times during the four years, the total cost historically has exceeded the
originally programmed amounts.  This substantial expenditure ensures that the roadway system
remains viable for safe and efficient movement of goods and people in the district.

OBJECTIVE 1: PROMOTE COMMERCIAL UTILIZATION OF RAIL SERVICE TO ENHANCE ECONOMIC
DEVELOPMENT.

Most of the railroads in the EDD were abandoned and have been converted to bike trails in
Ohio and Marshall Counties.  A CSX and Wheeling and Lake Erie line is still active in the area and
generally runs along the Ohio River.  Ths line as well as other abandoned railroad corridors are
important for freight movement.  As the energy costs increase, railroad becomes an economical mode
for long haul shipments.  Therefore, it is important for the EDD to sustain and promote railroad
operations.

STRATEGIES:

1. Improve the database for rail transportation.

Due to the competitive nature of freight shipping and receiving, the railroad data is hard to
obtain.  However, efforts will continue to seek data items for a database.

2. Develop new users and new interfaces with the rail system.

Due to a lack of data on railroad operations and shipments, no progress was made in this area.

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OBJECTIVE 2: UPGRADE EXISTING WATER FACILITIES AND DEVELOP NEW FACILITIES.

Within the district, the Ohio River and its ports play a vital role in sustaining coal mining
operations and the metals industry.  A study conducted by FHWA1 reveals that the nation’s inland
waterways infrastructure is aging and lock specific delays have been increasing.  Since the U.S. Corps.
of Engineers has jurisdiction over navigable waterways, a consortium that includes the Corps of
Engineers, shippers and local lenders is needed to address these issues.

OBJECTIVE 3: GENERATE INDUSTRIAL DATA FOR AREAS ALONG THE OHIO RIVER.

Although the location data for industrial facilities along the Ohio River is available, the data on
shipping and receiving is hard to come by.

STRATEGIES:

1. Develop new water port facilities along the Ohio River where justification can be made 
related to the overall development activity in the area.

Although a list of port facilities along the river has been compiled, no deficiencies are
identified at this time.

2. Improve and upgrade already existing water facilities.

The deficiencies are identified only on facilities under the jurisdiction of the U.S. Corps. Of
Engineers.

3. Use waterway transportation to promote economic development in areas along water routes.

Studies indicate that a lack of knowledge and information regarding shipping freight by water
hampers its growth. Due to a lack of data, targeted promotions are not feasible at this time.

OBJECTIVE 4: EXPAND AND IMPROVE AIR CARRIER AND GENERAL AVIATION FACILITIES AND
SERVICES.

The average daily aircraft operations at the Wheeling-Ohio County Airport have grown from
88 a few years ago to 125 in 2008.  Marshall County Airport operations remained unchanged.  In 2008
at this airport, there were 53 daily aircraft operations.
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OBJECTIVE 5: USE AIR TRANSPORTATION TO PROMOTE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT IN THE REGION.

Due to the close proximity to an international airport in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, the airports
in the District support corporate and general aviation facilities.  A 200 acre Air Industrial Park is
located near the Wheeling-Ohio County Airport.  The properties in the park are promoted and
marketed by the Regional Economic Development Partnership.

STRATEGIES:

1. Improve the access to the Wheeling-Ohio County airport by improving the roads leading to 
the airport.

Access to the Wheeling-Ohio County Airport was improved when WV2 was upgraded to four
lanes.  Two lane sections of WV2 in Marshall County are also planned for four lane upgrade.

BENEFITS:

The benefits of a safe and efficient transportation system are substantial.  An adequate
transportation system is essential for generating and sustaining commerce and economic activity in an
area.  The roadway networks that are congestion free promote efficient movement of goods and
people while helping the environment.  Generally, the delays on roadways in the district are minimal
in comparison to surrounding metropolitan areas such as Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania.

The freight movement on the Ohio River is essential for the coal mining and metals industries
in the area.  Therefore, the benefits of sustaining and improving freight movement on the Ohio River
is critical for the district’s viability.

Although railroads, for many years have little impact in the area, their resurgence in the wake
of high energy costs may change that.

2009 Update Conclusions

Significant progress was made in the areas of infrastructure improvements that included water,
wastewater systems and transportation system.  In spite of nationwide recession and failing financial
institutions, the local financial institutions remained viable.  Although manufacturing jobs were lost,
the retail employment, mainly due to the success of “The Highlands” continued to increase.  The
service sector employment in the district grew every year since 2000.  ARRA brought significant
funds for various projects in the area.  These projects have not been completed yet and their full
impact is unknown at this time.

The installation of scrubbers at the AEP power plant initiated a cluster development in the
district.  Certain Teed Gypsum Wallboard Plant located in the vicinity of the power plant so it could
use the by-product of scrubbing process for the wallboard production.  Gypsum Express, a trucking
company, moved across the river to Shadyside, Ohio for transporting wallboards to the customers.
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Bayer Material Science converted its vacant site (after closing the MDI facility) to an industrial
Park.  Leveraging its technical know how and willingness to help with relocation and technical needs,
they found the first tenant in the River Valley Bio-Refinery.  River Valley will build a biodiesel facility
at this site.

The Capitol Music Hall is successfully renovated and the City of Wheeling is poised to
address vacant and dilapidated buildings using home rule provisions.

Efforts also continued through CHIP grants to improve low and moderate income housing in
the region.  Other grants were also received to improve sidewalks and a town building, reconstruct a
flood wall and renovate a historic building.
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III.  Regional Development Program

A.  Description of the Program and Project Selection and Prioritization Process

Selection and prioritization of projects begins with the mailing of ballots to the full Bel-O-Mar
membership, several of whom are also CEDS committee members. (See Attachment II.) Each
member receives a project prioritization ballot and project worksheet with instructions for their
completion. They are requested to initially rank order twelve functional categories for projects based
on their importance to that member's constituency. Functional categories include:

• Commercial development
• Housing
• Industrial development
• Other community services (library, erosion control, city building, etc.)
• Public safety (police, fire, flood control, emergency services, etc.)
• Recreation
• Sewer systems (sanitary or storm)
• Social services
• Solid waste disposal
• Transit
• Transportation
• Water systems

Members also receive a list of projects from the previous year. They are requested to review
those projects appearing on the list that are related to their county or community. On the project
worksheet, projects are deleted once they are completed and new projects are added as they are
developed. Information is provided on the status of all old and new projects. Project status
information includes the following:

• Is the project being jointly sponsored (two or more communities)?
• Will the project generate any new employment or retain existing employment?
• Is the project mandated by law?
• Has the community been cited by state or federal authorities creating a need for the

project?
• Have project plans and specifications been completed?
• Is existing project service available?

As ballots and worksheets are returned to the Bel-O-Mar office, they are computerized and
ranked by a point system based on project functional category and status. Before final rankings are
assigned, members are contacted by telephone to update any changes to the status of their
community's projects. Upon completion of Bel-O-Mar's project priority listing, the project listing is
incorporated into the Bel-O-Mar CEDS planning document and the Regional Development Plan.
Copies of the listing are distributed to CEDS members for their information.

Over the years, the process for establishing project priorities has reflected changes in the
District in the importance of various types of projects and changing perceptions of the CEDS
members.  The weighted point scale by project category used in 2008 is included as Attachment IV.

 MAJOR SUCCESSES IN THE EDD IN THE LAST FIVE YEARS

1.  AEP Kammer/Mitchell
     Plant

AEP completed installation of scrubbers and other clean air
technology at the power plant in 2007.  The total investment of $900
million created 55 permanent jobs, ensured long term demand for
local coal and attracted cluster industries with an additional
investment in the area.

2.  Bayer MaterialScience In 2006, Bayer MaterialScience began an $8 million upgrade to its
integrated polymer and systems production facility in New
Martinsville. The project provided new computerized control for the
production process.

3.  CertainTeed Gypsum 
     Wallboard Plant

CertainTeed Corporation, a major manufacturer and marketer of
wall and ceiling products commissioned a new gypsum wallboard
(dry wall) plant in Marshall County, near AEP’s Mitchell Plant, in
2008.  The company is using synthetic gypsum, a by-product
generated by AEP, as a raw material for manufacturing its gypsum
board.  This $100 million investment created 70 new full time jobs
for the area.

4.  Gypsum Express Ltd. A truck terminal built across the Ohio River in Shadyside,  Ohio by
Gypsum Express Ltd., a company located in upstate New York. 
Gypsum Express was selected by CertainTeed Corp. to be its in-
house carrier.  The local terminal, including a truck repair shop,
employs approximately 70 employees.

5.  North American
     Galvanizing and
     Coatings, Inc.,
     Benwood

A hot dip facility that galvanizes steel with zinc opened doors in
June, 2009.  Located in Old Wheeling Steel Pipe Mill, the company
employs approximately 30 employees.

6.  Consol Energy Consol is investing $200 million for capital improvements at the
Shoemaker and McElroy Mines.  An underground conveyor system
is replacing the old rail system.  Consol will increase its annual
output from 4 to 6 million tons at the Shoemaker Mine and by 70%
at the McElroy Mine.  In anticipation of a need for new employees,
Consol has set up a training facility in Marshall County.

7.  Cabela’s Retail Store 
      and Distribution
      Center

Cabela's, "the world's largest outfitter in hunting, fishing and
outdoor gear," opened a 175,000 square foot store in 2004.  This was
the start of an unprecedented economic activity in Ohio County.  By
the year 2006, Cabela’s added 1,165,000 square feet of distribution
space and has places for additional distribution space.   When
complete, Cabela’s will have 1.7 million square foot of distribution
space at this site.  Cabela’s employs approximately 1,100 employees
and will add another 200 with the completion of the distribution
center.



8.  The Highlands The Highlands is a 1,100 acre site owned by the Ohio County
Development Authority.  To access this site, a new interchange was
built on I-70 in 2004.  Anchored by Cabela’s, the site has attracted
Wal-Mart, Target, JC Penney’s, Kohl’s, and many other retail
businesses.  In addition, at least 12 eateries have located here.  A  14
screen movie theatre is the latest addition.  At least six new
businesses have signed leases and will open soon.  There is room for
many more.  A 14 screen movie theatre and at least 12 eateries have
located here.  The newest addition is a 120,000 square foot facility to
house AT&T call center and another building to house West Liberty
State University.  Three automobile dealers have also relocated to
the Highlands.  A parcel has also been acquired by the Dillon
Properties, Inc. of Toledo, Ohio to build a 150 room hotel.

The site is promoted as a mixed use development.  In addition to
retail and warehousing, an all season recreation park, a hotel with a
water park,and light manufacturing is planned.  Another interchange
on I-70 west of the existing Cabela Drive interchange is also
planned.

9.  Federal buildings A new 108,000 square foot, $30 million Annex, completed in 2004,
now adjoins the 1905 Beaux Arts federal courthouse in downtown
Wheeling. Also, a newly constructed 10,000 square foot Social
Security Administration building opened in downtown Wheeling in
2004.

10.  Gateway Center Gateway Center is a remediated 14.5-acre brownfields site in Center
Wheeling, including property formerly owned by CSX. The Lowe's
store, its first major project, opened in December 2005 with 160,000
square feet of space. The entire three-phase project is expected to
cost $70 million and create 1,000 jobs.

11.  Glen Dale Strip Mall A new strip mall was constructed in the city as the first step in city’s
efforts to attract new businesses.

12.  Heritage Port 
       Business Center

In April 2005, developers completed Phase I renovations of a
formerly vacant eight-story, 90,000 square foot, office building in
downtown Wheeling.

13.  Hope VI The Wheeling Housing Authority received a $17 million HUD grant
to construct new single family owner-occupied and rental housing
units in North Wheeling and East Wheeling, replacing old,
deteriorated, and frequently abandoned housing in the area. The
mixed unit developments are marketed to lower income and
middle-income families. Altogether, 177 new housing units were
built, with 62 in the north Wheeling area.



14.  Maxwell Centre This was a multi-million dollar award-winning rehabilitation of a
former YMCA building in the Celeron Plaza area of Wheeling. The
building, now known as the Maxwell Centre, houses several
professional firms.

15.  Millennium Centre
       Technology Park

The Millennium Centre is a 20-acre technology park in Ohio
County, owned and operated by the Regional Economic
Development Partnership, a Wheeling-based economic
development agency. The Centre now holds several technology
companies, including Touchstone Research Laboratory, employing
nearly 100 people and generating more than $7 million annually.

16.  Moundsville Retail
       Stores

A Wal-Mart Superstore opened across from the Elby’s Plaza in
Moundsville in 2006. The opening of the 200,000 square foot
building created 410 new jobs. In addition, in 2004, a Peeble’s
Department Store opened in the north Moundsville Shopping Plaza.

17.  Warwood Strip Mall Ground was broken for the development of a strip mall in the
Warwood Neighborhood of the City of Wheeling.  A 36,000 square
foot facility is being developed by Maracon, Inc. of Uniontown, PA.

18.  National Technology
       Transfer Center’s
       (NTTC) Business
       Accelerator Program

In 2003, NTTC launched the Business Accelerator program in an
effort to stimulate entrepreneurship in the northern and central West
Virginia region.  This is an ongoing program.

19.  New Martinsville
       Industrial Park

In 2007, Bayer MaterialScience converted part of its site in New
Martinsville to a new business park, after closing a methylene
diphenyl isocyanate (MDI) facility. Bayer also announced its first
tenant— the River Valley Bio-Refinery, which will build a biodiesel
facility. The new facility will be built using some of the land and
equipment previously used to make MDI. The New Martinsville
Industrial Park offers world class safety and environmental
performance with both OSHA STAR and Responsible Care 14001
certifications.

20. Ziengenfelder Co. Millions of Twin Pops eaten by people nationwide are produced
here in Wheeling by Ziengenfelder Co.  The company produces twin
pops in Wheeling and ships them to Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania where
it rents freezer space.  A 30,000 square foot freezer is completed in
East Wheeling and will eliminate the need for shipping and rental
freezer space.  It will also result in increased production.  In addition
to private funds, $2 million was made available by the West Virginia
Development Office through the Ohio County Development
Authority.

21.  Ogden Newspapers Ogden Newspapers, Inc. invested several million dollars to renovate
an abandoned warehouse for its printing facilities at a site on the
eastern side of Wheeling’s Celeron Plaza.



22.  Oglebay Park Wilson 
        Lodge Expansion 
        and Renovation

Oglebay Park added 53 rooms to the Wilson Lodge in 2006 and did
a complete redesign of the existing 212 rooms.  The total cost was
$15 million.  Federal and State funding was utilized for this project.

23.  Orrick Global
       Operations Center

In 2002, international law firm Orrick Herrington Sutcliffe, LLP,
invested $10 million in the old Wheeling Stamping Building (88,000
square feet)  near the southern end of the downtown area, creating a
Global Operations Center to serve all of their national and
international offices. Approximately 150 jobs created at the center
are predominantly mid-level management positions in the
information technology and accounting professions. The
rehabilitation of the Wheeling Stamping Building is seen as a key to
the revitalization of the City’s downtown riverfront area. Located in
the City’s warehouse district, the building was empty for over 20
years.  This development has spurred further improvements in the
South Wheeling area and is the centerpiece of the Celeron Plaza. 
The most recent renovation is of the vacant old Public
Library/Georgian Center Building in Wheeling.

24.  Stone Center at
       Market Plaza

The Regional Economic Development Partnership acquired the
former Stone and Thomas building in Downtown Wheeling in
December 2004 for renovation into 180,000 square feet of office and
retail space.  The building’s renovation was completed in 2007 and
the first tenant moved in.  When fully occupied, this project has the
potential to create more than 500 technology and/or finance jobs. 
The $6.4 million project was funded with $3.4 million of proceeds
from Series 2005 - TIF bonds and a $3 million loan from the West
Virginia Infrastructure and Jobs Development Council.

25.  Warren Distribution Warren Distribution opened a plant in Glen Dale in Marshall County
in 2007. The automotive supply company, which manufactures and
distributes automotive aftermarket products, currently employs 45
workers in the plant. Eventually, the company will have up to 70
employees.  Warren Distribution invested about $13 million to
upgrade the Glen Dale site. The Nebraska-based manufacturer
selected the location for its proximity to the Ohio River, coupled
with easy access to rail and interstate road systems.

26.  West Virginia 
       Catholic Heritage 
       Center

The West Virginia Catholic Heritage Center, a resource for
educating and enriching the public about the state’s Catholic
heritage, was established in Wheeling in 2003. The three-story,
36,000 square foot building, which was a former auto parts
establishment located in Center Wheeling, underwent major
restoration and remodeling by the Diocese.



27.  West Virginia 
       Northern 
       Community College
       (WVNCC), College
       Square Project

This was an estimated $14 million project to renovate an 80,000
square foot, four-story warehouse building that is adjacent to the
College’s main building in downtown Wheeling, as well as
expansion of parking in the area. The warehouse renovation created
a new educational facility. The renovated building opened in the fall
of 2006.  When Straub Automobile Corp. decided to relocate to The
Highlands, the WVNCC acquired Straub’s current property to move
the college’s table gambling, as well as refrigeration and heating
classes from the Hazel Atlas building.  The Hazel Atlas building has
been purchased by the Youth Services System.  The classes are
scheduled to start at the Straub property in the fall of 2010.

28.  Wetzel County
       Industrial Park

A 41-acre site in New Martinsville with a 12,000 square foot shell
building is ready to house tenants and is being marketed by the City,
County and Wetzel County Chamber of Commerce.

29.  Wheeling Heritage 
       Port

Completed in 2001, the Heritage Port, located on riverfront property
in downtown Wheeling, features an attractively landscaped outdoor
amphitheater, boat docks, and a playground. This project is the
cornerstone of city’s initiative to clean up and beautify its riverfront
and has already become the home of many summer outdoor
entertainment events and festivals. Additional renovations continued
through 2006.

30. Wheeling Island
       Racetrack and 
       Gaming Center

The complex—the largest operation of the Sportsystems
Corporation, a subsidiary of Delaware North Companies, and one of
West Virginia’s largest tourism attractions—completed a nearly $70
million expansion of its operations in 2003, including 30,000
additional square feet of gaming space, a 150-room hotel with
several restaurants, a new paddock facility, and an off-site kennel
compound. The project created an estimated 400 new jobs in the
District. The Center started casino-style table games in 2008 and
recently announced plans for another $25 million hotel expansion to
begin.

31.  Severstal - Wheeling
       Steel Corporation

In 2005, the Wheeling-based company began start-up operation of a
new $115 million electric arc furnace (EAF) at one of its plants near
the EDD. It is the only integrated producer in the U.S. to use both
the EAF and a traditional blast furnace.  Russia’s Severstal has
purchased Wheeling-Pittsburgh Steel’s parent company and its new
name is Severstal-Wheeling.

32.  Woodsdale Hilltop
        Plaza

A new hotel opened in 2008 on this 4-acre site in the Woodsdale
section of Wheeling.  This $8 million project created 25 new jobs.



PROJECTS IN THE PLANNING STAGE AND OTHER PLANS AND STUDIES

1.  Celeron Plaza Wheeling’s Celeron Plaza is a four-block project within the City’s
established Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy Area (NRSA). Its
economic development goals include redeveloping underutilized
properties; eliminating blight; providing opportunities for new or
expanding businesses; providing meaningful and expanded
employment opportunities; and, advocating public/private
partnerships. Several projects in the “Major Successes” table above
are part of the Celeron Plaza plan.

2.  Center/South Wheeling
      Redevelopment

The Center Wheeling Redevelopment District is a 70-acre site south
of downtown Wheeling which has been designated as a Tax
Increment Financing (TIF) District.  Several groups have announced
plans for redevelopment in the area that would involve retail
shopping. Several projects in Table 1 are part of the plan.

3.  Fostoria Glass Site The City of Moundsville continues to clean up the old Fostoria
Glass Factory site.  The City recently received $200,000 from the
American Recovery and Reinvestment Act to clean the site of
known asbestos dangers.  A retail strip mall along with an artisan
center is planned for this site.

4.  Marshall County 
     Facilities Plan

In 2004, the County contracted with an engineering firm to assist
with developing a comprehensive 10-year County Wide Facilities
Plan to address water and sewer needs and identify unserved and
underserved areas of the County.  The plan was completed in 2007
and projects are being advanced from this plan.

5.  Marshall County
     Strategic Plan

West Virginia University’s Bureau of Business and Economic
Research assisted Marshall County and the Regional Economic
Development Partnership in collecting data as part of a regional
economic development and strategic planning process. A Labor
Market Study was completed in July 2004 and identified current
labor market performance and other trends in the region that will
assist in targeting industries for the county as part of regional
economic development efforts. Other components include a review
of economic conditions, a target industry study and a strategic plan.

6.  Natural Gas Plant in 
     Marshall County

Due to the known natural gas reserves in the area, Columbia Gas
and Mark West Energy Partners LP have announced plans to
construct a natural gas processing plant in Majorsville.  The natural
gas will be collected and processed for sale at this plant. 
Columbia’s assets will be used for gathering systems.  The initial
primary delivery points from the plant would be to Columbia Gas
and to Spectra Subsidiary Texas Eastern Transmission Co. at
Windridge, PA.



7.  New Martinsville
     Riverfront Development
     Committee

The Committee is a group of community leaders addressing
downtown revitalization and riverfront development in New
Martinsville. They developed a plan in early 2005. Phase I calls for a
docking area and an outdoor amphitheater. An engineering design
was completed in September 2005.  U.S. Corps of Engineers
completed a feasibility study in December, 2007 and the Committee
is working to secure funding for the project.

8.  Touchstone Research
      Laboratory

Touchstone Research Laboratory is an award-winning supplier of
materials testing and other services. Touchstone has developed a
host of technologies including a lightweight foam product made
from coal and a fiber-reinforced aluminum product. In 2001,
Touchstone constructed a 12,000 square foot building to house its
Carbon Foam Prototype Facility and has plans to open a new
manufacturing plant in Ohio County, which is expected to employ
several dozen people.

9.  Wheeling Hospital
      Expansion

Wheeling Hospital has planned to build a $50 million tower to
expand emergency room care, intensive care and add trauma
centers.  Additional space will also be provided for pediatrics,
obstetrics and physician offices.

10. The Highlands Due to rapid pace of growth, The Highlands development needs
additional water capacity.  Efforts are underway to meet the
additional demand for water.

11. Coal Liquification
      Plant

As Houston Based Synthesis Energy Systems pulled out of
partnership with Consol Energy to build a coal liquification plant in 
Marshall County, Consol with the help of local and state leaders, is
looking for alternatives to bring this plant to fruition.

12. Tax Increment 
      Financing (TIF) 
      designations

In 2002, West Virginia created a process for using tax increment
financing secured by property taxes as an economic development
tool. A number of discrete geographic areas in the District have been
designated as project areas where tax increment financing may be
used.

13. Warwood Water
       Treatment Plant
       Upgrade

The City of Wheeling is planning the needed upgrade to the
Warwood Water Treatment Plant that has been in operation since
1924.  The estimated cost of the upgrades is $35 million and the City
will increase water rates to pay for the upgrades.



14. Wheeling Downtown The City of Wheeling has acquired three vacant and dilapidated
buildings in the 1100 block of Main and Market Streets in an effort
to revitalize the downtown.  Some of the buildings will be
renovated, while others will be demolished.  One of the centerpieces
of downtown development is the reopening of the historic Capitol
Music Hall.  The Capitol Music Hall was purchased for $615,000
and Wheeling-Ohio County Convention and Visitors Bureau is
overseeing its renovation.

15. Home Rule in Wheeling The City of Wheeling is addressing the issue of vacant buildings in
the City by enacting an ordinance that will charge property owners
of vacant structures that are in violation of the city code.

16. Wheeling National
       Heritage Area

The Wheeling National Heritage Area Management Plan, updated in
May 2004, is the foundation document for the heritage area.

17.  Belmont-Ohio-
       Marshall
       Transportation 
       Study

Bel-O-Mar has adopted a 2035 Transportation Plan for the area.  The
plan addresses such issues as highway traffic flow and safety,
transit, freight movements and bicycle and pedestrian facilities.  The
plan is posted at www.belomar.org.

18.  Bel-O-Mar
       Transportation
       Improvement Program
       (TIP)

Bel-O-Mar’s most recent biennial TIP includes all area programs
and project and will use federal transportation funding and is posted
at www.belomar.org.

c) A new standing committee in the West Virginia House of Delegates has been established to
address issues solely affecting senior citizens.  No such committee has been created in the
Senate.

Management Services Department

Scott Hicks, Director of Management Services gave a summary report of the American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act, also known as the Stimulus Bill signed into law on February 17th.

He reported that the total cost is $787 billion.  Of that amount, $575 billion is to go to
appropriations and spending and $211 billion towards tax relief.  $228 billion will go directly to the
states.  West Virginia's share will be around $1.8 billion and Ohio is scheduled to receive around $8.2
billion

Mr. Hicks then highlighted some of the programs that were relevant to our membership. 

On the federal level the following was reported:

•  HUD - $2 billion for Neighborhood Stabilization Program

•  HUD - $1 billion for Community Development Block Grants.  This should translate into about
an extra $3.5 - $4 million for West Virginia in Small Cities Block Grant.  Mr. Hicks expressed
his disappointed that this allocation is not more, given that the program has received deep cuts
over the last 8 years.  He further stated that this is the program that provides funding for CHIP,
Belmont County's Formula and other community development projects we receive funding for
to assist our communities.

• HUD - $2.2 billion for the HOME Program. The HOME Program is also a source of CHIP
housing funds for which our Belmont county communities have received a lot of funding.

• USDA Rural Development - $63 million for Community Facilities Grants and $1.1 billion for
Loans and RUS Water and Sewer Programs will receive $968 million in grants and $412 million
in loans to bring the loan total up to $2.8 billion.  Mr. Hicks stated that USDA RUS  is also a
major source of funding for water and sewer projects that really gets overlooked.  Additionally,
the USDA Rural Development Broadband Program will get $2.5 billion.
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• EDA will receive $150 million nationwide, which should mean an additional $3 million or so
for West Virginia. 

• The EPA is set to receive $4 billion for the Clean Water SRF Program.  By comparison, the
FY08 federal allocation was $700 million.  The EPA will also receive $2 billion for the Drinking
Water SRF Program.  The FY08 allocation was $842 million.

• $6.4 billion will be budgeted for EPA Stag grants which we have used in the past to fund water
and sewer programs.  Historically, these have been appropriations which are not required to go
through IJDC.

• The Department of Energy will have available $3.2 billion for a new program called Energy
Efficiency and Conservation Block Grants.  This is a new program aimed at energy
conservation and efficiency through weatherization and conservation strategies.

Mr. Hicks then highlighted some of the stimulus programs as they relate to the State of West
Virginia. Specifically:

• The Stimulus bill requires that through the Clean Water and Drinking Water SRF's, 50% of the
funds be used for forgiveness of principal, negative interest, grants or a combination of those
with priority will be given to those projects that are ready to go within 120 days.

• $19.7 million will be budgeted for the Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Fund administered
by the Bureau of Public Health.  The BOPH has a list of projects which are ready to go
including 1 project that could use all of that allocation.  

• $62 million to the Clean Water State Revolving Loan Fund administered by WV DEP.
The goal of the DEP is to obligate all funds by August 17, 2009 and all projects advertise for
bids by October 1, 2009. 

• $211 million in Highway funding will be provided for road and bridge projects to go through
the WV DOH.  Rakesh Sharma will provide specifics on these projects.

Mr. Hicks then provided the web address for which interested parties can track how the
stimulus money is being spent in West Virginia.  The website was set up by the Governor's Office and
the web address is www.wvgov.org.

Mr. Hicks then gave a listing of grants funded since our last meeting.  Those include the Wetzel
County Commission who received a $650,000 Small Cities Block Grant for the Hundred-Littleton PSD
Water Line Replacement Project.  The project is in the final design stage and will hopefully be bid out
this summer.

Applications recently submitted included:
• $750,000 for the Mozart Sewer Project
• $373,00 for the City of McMechen's Water System Improvements Project
• $255,000 for the Village of Bethlehem's Water Tank Repair Project
• $278,000 for Moundsville for a Storm Sewer project
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Small Cities Block Grant Applications to be submitted by the April 20, 2009 deadline include:
• $1.5 million request for a water line extension project in Wetzel County
• $1.5 million for the City of Cameron's Phase II Water Line Extension Project
• $1.5 million for the Town of Pine Grove for Sewer System Upgrades

Mr. Hicks then asked A.C. Wiethe to update the membership on the Ohio Stimulus Program.

A.C. Wiethe, Assistant Director of Management Services gave a summary of the State of Ohio’s
Federal Stimulus Process.

He provided the membership with the State of Ohio’s Federal Stimulus website
www.recovery.ohio.gov to list any projects you would like to be considered for funding.  This will be
the State's clearinghouse for review and prioritization.  All projects to be considered by the State must
be listed here.  He also mentioned that anyone needing assistance should contact the Management
Services staff.

Mr. Wiethe mentioned that all projects funded by Federal Stimulus funds will still have to
follow all applicable Federal Regulations, ie., Environmental Review, Procurement procedures, etc. 
The only waiver given by the federal government was a waiver to the states that they would not have
the typical required match.  Mr. Wiethe also discussed what "shovel ready" projects are.  This would be
projects that are already engineered and approved by appropriate permitting agencies and ready to
proceed within 120 days of notification of award.

Mr. Wiethe provided an Office of Housing and Community Partnerships funding update.  He
reported the following:

OHCP will receive approximately $12.9 million in additional CDBG dollars.  However, at this time it is
too early to determine how it will be spent.  The State will receive an additional $70 million in HOME
dollars, but these dollars are all tax credit based so it has to go to the Ohio Housing Finance Agency
either directly or through OHCP.  OHCP will know more within the next 45 days.

Mr. Wiethe reported the latest on a new federal program.

Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP)

Mr. Wiethe stated that as a result of the enactment of House Resolution (HR) 3221 by Congress,
the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) awarded more than $3.9 billion of
funds to states and communities across the country to address the nation's abandoned and foreclosed
homes crisis through the Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP).  The Ohio Department of
Development (ODOD) received an NSP allocation of more than $116.8 million.  Subsequently, ODOD
allocated more than $83.3 million of the Ohio NSP funds to 17 cities, 12 counties and 21 regions in
Ohio.  The funds were allocated based on foreclosures, subprime loans, defaults, delinquencies and
vacancy rates, with the areas of greatest need receiving funding.  The funds may be used to improve
neighborhoods by purchasing and redeveloping abandoned and foreclosed properties, establishing land
banks and demolishing blighted structures.

Belmont County is in Region 19, which consists of the following units of local governments:
Belmont County, Guernsey County, Harrison County, Jefferson County, Monroe County, Noble
County, the City of Cambridge, and the City of Steubenville.  These entities are eligible to receive an
Ohio NSP allocation of $1,454,364, which includes $145,400 of administrative dollars.
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Belmont County is scheduled to receive $275,398 in Project Costs & $17,850 in administrative
costs.  The County has selected a Target area in the City of Martins Ferry, which was determined to be
an area of greatest need from information provided by the Ohio Dept. of Development.  

Funds will be used to demolish approximately 8 blighted foreclosed residential structures and
the acquisition/demolition/re-construction with Habitat for Humanity on 2 additional sites.  

Although the program is administered through HUD and following CDBG eligibility criteria and
regulations, the program has increased the eligible income criteria to 120% of Area Median Income
instead of normal 80% AMI.

The Federal Stimulus bill has authorized another $2 Billion for this program and we should
know soon how much will be received by the State of Ohio to select additional Target areas for these
funds.

Lastly, Mr. Wiethe gave notification of the following grant deadlines:  CHIP application - May
1,  CDBG Formula application - June 26, and CDBG Water & Sanitary Sewer - June 15.

FY2008 - FY2011 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) Revision

Mr. Sharma explained that the TIP revision includes SAFETEA-LU funded projects and
Economic Recovery (Stimulus) Program projects.  The SAFETEA-LU related amendment, in Belmont
County, would be an addition of Kirkwood Heights resurfacing project at a cost of $329,000 in the
Village of Bridgeport.  The revision for Ohio County included four projects.  The westbound Wheeling
Tunnel renovation would start before July, 2009 and cost $5,600,000.  Interpretive signage would be
installed on Historic National Road at a cost of $50,000 and the website for the Historic National Road
would be upgraded at a cost of $25,000.  In South Wheeling, a bikeway/pedestrian trail will be
constructed at a cost of $40,000.  In Marshall County, the scope of work for the bridge replacement
project just south of CR21 on CR5 would be revised to add another phase for Mussel Survey Work at a
cost of $18,000.

All fiscal summary tables that are affected by these revisions would also be revised accordingly. 
A capitalized maintenance project would also be added for the Eastern Ohio Regional Transit Authority. 
The total cost of this project is $106,250.

The proposed Economic Recovery/Stimulus Program projects requested by WVDOT are the
replacement of bridge approach slabs on the entire length of I-70 in Ohio County.  This project would
cost $5,700,000.  Marshall County projects include a latex modified concrete overlay on the US250
bridge over the abandoned Bellaire Toll Bridge Interchange at a cost of $340,000, replacement of
Shepherd Bridge on Fish Creek Road at a cost of $1,500,000, WV2 resurfacing from north of WV2
ALT to north of 7th Street in Moundsville at a cost of $1,700,000 and resurfacing of US250 from 1.83
miles north of WV86 to 0.37 miles south of I-470 in Ohio County.

Mr. Sharma then explained that the projects being added are requested by WVDOT and are
based on the initial expectation of the state receiving $350 million.  However, since the state received
approximately $211 million, some projects may have to be pulled from the TIP.  Mr. Perry Keller
reaffirmed this and further noted that the WVDOT is trying to spread the funds equitably among the
state’s three congressional districts.
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Because of differences in approach to selecting stimulus projects in Ohio and West Virginia, the
Belmont County projects do not have project identification numbers and funding commitment at this
time.  Therefore, they are presented for information only.  Another revision, at a later date, will be
made when stimulus projects are selected in Ohio.  In Belmont County, the County Engineer has
requested stimulus funds for 6 pavement marking projects on various routes, 3 guardrail projects on
various routes, resurfacing of Mall Road and Banfield Road, load rating and gusset plate analysis of all
bridges of 20' or greater span and rehabilitation design of two historic stone arch bridges in the County. 
The total cost of proposed projects is approximately $3,789,000.  In addition to these, the Village of
Bridgeport is also seeking stimulus funds for the Kirkwood Heights resurfacing project.

The Eastern Ohio Regional Transit Authority (EORTA) is requesting $466,725 to replace two
under 30' buses, 2 converted vans, a 3/4 ton service truck and 15 bus shelters.  Included in this request
is 9 GPS units and accessories for the vehicle fleet.

The Ohio Valley Regional Transportation Authority (OVRTA) is seeking $1,280,370 to
purchase three 30' buses, spare parts, fork lift, 17 GPS units, outside surveillance cameras, digital photo
ID system and shop floor sweeper.  Also included is the cost of proposed facility renovations.

All projects listed here have been through the required public comment period as per the
Participation Plan.  One comment was received from a St. Clairsville resident on the Mall Road
Resurfacing project in Belmont County.  Belmont County projects would not be added at this time due
to a lack of project ID numbers and financial commitment.  The comment received was not against the
project it was regarding the schedule and scope of the project.  A response to the comment would be
sent.

After presenting the TIP revisions and additions, Mr. Sharma solicited questions and
comments.  He then noted that a Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) meeting was held yesterday and
the TAC recommended consideration of a resolution to adopt the TIP revisions.  

Mr. Wallace made a motion and it was seconded by Mr. Bennett to adopt the resolution
endorsing the revisions.  The motion carried.

Draft FY2010 Work Program

Mr. Sharma briefly talked about the likely work tasks for the FY2010 Work Program.

Adjournment

The meeting adjourned at approximately 1:20 p.m.

Minutes

The minutes of the February 26, 2009 meeting were approved as mailed.

Area Agency on Aging Report

Mrs. DiPasquale reported to the Council on funding for Aging Programs for state FY 2010. 
Governor Manchin's budget under consideration by the Legislature holds funding at the FY 2009 levels. 
Funding for the Area Agency's 16 county PSA remains at 2.9 million for the L.I.F.E program, 700
thousand for F.A.I.R. (Family Alzheimer's In-Home Respite) and 1.9 million for the LIGHTHOUSE
program.  This program helps those in need of personal care assistance to keep them in their homes. 
The budget will be addressed at the legislative session scheduled for later this month. 

During the Regular Legislative session that ended April 11, a "Silver Alert Plan" bill was passed
and approved by the Governor.  The Silver Alert Plan will be an alert system for missing cognitively
impaired persons.  The Plan will take effect in July 2009. 

Mrs. DiPasquale also informed those present that the Bureau of Senior Services will receive
$680,000 in ARRA (Stimulus) funding for the Nutrition Program.  Region One's nutrition providers
will receive $142,000 to provide additional meals.

Management Services Department

Scott Hicks gave the Management Services Department report.  Mr. Hicks outlined the new
federal Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant Program and how these funds would be
distributed by Ohio and West Virginia.

Mr. Hicks stated that program is modeled after the HUD CDBG Program and that there is a $2
billion appropriation to the EECBG Program.

The goals of the program are:

• to reduce fossil fuels emissions
• reduce total energy use, and
• improve energy efficiency in the transportation, building and other appropriate sectors.

The Program is aimed at reducing energy use in government owned building with the focus
being on city buildings and county courthouses.

Eligible activities would include installing high-efficiency heating systems, replacing windows,
insulation, and lighting just to name a few.  Each State may prioritize what energy efficiency
improvements they will focus on. 

Mr. Hicks stated that the funds will be disbursed in four different ways.

First, 68% or 14.2 billion, will go toward the City and County Formula Program.
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To be eligible for the City/County Formula Program, a community must meet one of the
following conditions:

• Cities must have a population of $35,000 or more
• Counties must have a population of $200,000 or more
• Each State's 10 largest cities and 10 largest counties are eligible for formula grants regardless

of
   population

Mr. Hicks stated that in the Belomar region, Wheeling is the only City or County that qualifies
as a formula grantee. Wheeling will receive $137,800.

Twenty-Eight Percent, or $560 million, will go toward the balance of the State program.  Each
State is required to pass through at least 60% of it's funding share to cities and counties not receiving
direct formula funding. 

This would cover all our communities in the Belomar Region except Wheeling.  Each State
decides how to award these funds to it's cities and counties.

In Ohio the process for the non-formula portion of this money is to list your project on the
same website as all the other stimulus projects, which is www.recoveryohio.gov.

The program is listed on the site's drop-down menu under the energy efficiency programs.

Mr. Hicks requested that any Ohio community interested in applying for EECBG funding
contact Belomar to discuss the process further. 

On the West Virginia side, the WV Department of Energy has chosen to pass on its
non-formula allocation to the 11 Regional Planning Councils to distribute.

Each Regional Council will accept applications from its local governments and those
applications will be rated using a rating system that has yet to be established. 

The amount each Region gets is determined by its total population. Region 10 will get
approximately $620,000 to award to its eligible communities. 

Belomar anticipates that the program will focus on 2 to 3 weatherization and energy efficiency
activities (perhaps, lighting, window, or insulation) in order to keep activities uniform and stretch the
funding as far as possible.

The Regional Councils would like to spread the funding among as many of its communities as
possible.  The initial decision on awarding projects would be made after review of all applications by a
body established by Belomar's Executive Committee or possibly the Executive Committee itself.

The Governor will have the final say on all the approved projects within each region.

Mr. Hicks stated that in addition to the Formula and pass through programs discussed, that 2%,
or $40 million will be available nationwide through a direct application process to the U.S. Dept. Of
Energy and another 2% is going to Tribal Programs.
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Mr. Hicks gave a brief summary of applications recently submitted on behalf our member
communities to the various funding agencies.

Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) Revision

Mr. Muransky stated that the three resolutions being presented were recommended for adoption
by the Technical Advisory Committee.

The overall revision to the TIP related primarily to projects being funded with ARRA
(stimulus) funds.  In  Belmont County, two ARRA projects would be added to the program.  In Ohio
County, one stimulus project would be added to the program.  Two transportation enhancement
projects, one in Ohio County and one in Marshall County, would be added to the program.  Finally, the
previously programmed ARRA funded projects of the OVRTA and the EORTA would be revised to
reflect actual funding.

Mr. Herron made a motion, seconded by Mr. Hendershot, to adopt the resolution endorsing the
revision to the TIP as presented.  The motion carried.

Transportation Work Program

Mr. Muransky described the work proposed for FY2010 as summarized on a handout provided
at the meeting.  Each work task included in the program was briefly described.  The overall budget was
based on guidance provided by the WVDOT and the ODOT.  It was noted that ODOT carryover funds
from FY2009 and WVDOT discretionary funds were being programmed for software and hardware
acquisitions in FY2010.

The funds are shown as Appendix A in the program.  Mr. Herron made a motion, seconded by
Mr. Stein, to adopt the resolution approving the FY2010 work program and budget.  The motion
carried.

Bel-O-Mar/ODOT Biennial Agreement

Mr. Muransky described the need to enter into agreement with ODOT, on a biennial basis, for
the continuation of the urban transportation planning process.

Mr. Herron made a motion, seconded by Ms. Shannon, to adopt the resolution authorizing the
execution of Agreement Number 15406 with ODOT.  The motion carried.

Adjournment

The meeting adjourned at approximately 1:20 p.m.

Minutes

The minutes of the September 30, 2008 meeting were approved as mailed.

FY2010 - FY2013 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP)

Mr. Muransky explained that the new FY2010 - FY2013 TIP covered four years on the West
Virginia side, while only covering the first two years on the Ohio side.  It was noted that ODOT is not
preparing a new four year statewide program, while WVDOT is.

Projects in Belmont County were described with emphasis on seven new projects plus 1 project
with a change in scope.  These eight projects would have been treated as a TIP revision if a new
program was not being prepared.

For Ohio and Marshall Counties, each project was described.  Each county included twelve
projects.  It was noted that the funding summary table for Ohio and Marshall Counties included federal
funds only, while the Belmont County table includes federal, state and local funds.

The transit portion of the program was next presented.  It was noted that all stimulus projects
previously programmed for FY2009 were being included in the new program for FY2010.

The contents of the remaining sections of the TIP were briefly described.  The air quality
documentation approved in 2008 in conjunction with the new long range plan remains valid and is
summarized in the new TIP.  It was additionally noted that the public involvement process did not
result in any written comments being received.

Mr. Muransky explained how the term financially or fiscally constrained should be perceived. 
As required under federal regulations, the TIP is to be financially constrained.  This means that projects
that are included in the program can be expected to be implemented as scheduled based on current and
projected funding levels.  Some projects, however, are delayed due to actual funding levels, the need to
advance other projects, increased cost estimates or delays in the project development process.

Mr. Hendershot made a motion, seconded by Ms. Favede, to waive the reading of the resolution
approving the new TIP as provided at the meeting.

Mr. Stein made a motion, seconded by Mr. Murphy, to adopt the resolution approving the
FY2010 - FY2013 TIP as presented.  The motion carried.

ARRA Municipal/County Energy Efficiency Program Design

The Municipal/County Energy Efficiency Program for the State of West Virginia has been
submitted to the Department of Energy (DOE).  Once DOE approves the State’s Plan, Bel-O-Mar staff
will be administering the program in Ohio, Marshall and Wetzel Counties with the exception of the City
of Wheeling.  Wheeling receives their funding directly from DOE.  Our three West Virginia Counties
will receive about $493,500 with a maximum amount that can be applied for of $200,000.  After DOE
approves West Virginia’s plan, Bel-O-Mar’s Board will need to establish program guidelines.  Staff will
keep the Belmont County membership apprised, as Ohio’s Program is still evolving.
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Old Business

There was no old business to be discussed.

New Business

Vice Chair Bernard Twigg requested that the Executive Committee go into Executive Session. 
Mr. Stein moved same, seconded by Mr. Murphy.  Motion passed.  Mr. Phipps recommended that Mr.
Sharma and Mr. Benner of the Transportation Planning Department be given 4% merit raises effective
July 1, 2009.  Ms. Favede moved and Mr. McCormick seconded going back into regular session. 
Motion passed.  Ms. Favede moved that the raises be approved, seconded by Mr. Stein.  Motion passed
unanimously.

Minutes

The minutes of the May 7, 2009 meeting were approved as mailed.

Area Agency on Aging Report

Mrs. DiPasquale reported on the staff preparations for the FY 2010 Area Plan.  The Plan is submitted
annually to the State Unit on Aging, Bureau of Senior Services.  The Plan outlines Older American Act services
and activities of the senior centers within the AAA's sixteen county PSA for the new federal year beginning
October 1 and ending September 30, 2010.  The Plan also contains a composite of funding available to senior
centers for the provision of the services and other activities.  Mr. Hendershot made a motion, seconded by Mr.
Stein that staff submit the completed Area Plan to the Bureau of Senior Services.  Motion Carried.
 

Mrs. DiPasquale also reported that Bel-O-Mar received a grant from the Bureau of Senior Services to
provide S.H.I.P. (State Health Insurance Program) services in the five northern panhandle counties for State fiscal
year 2010.  Bel-O-Mar's role will be the Regional coordinator for Brooke, Hancock, Ohio, Marshall and Wetzel
counties and will work closely with the senior center SHIP counselors.
 

Finally, Mrs. DiPasquale gave a brief outline of the newest Cabinet Position for Governor Manchin.  GO
HELP is the Governor's Office of Health Enhancement & Lifestyle Planning and will be headed by Martha Walker.
Mrs. Walker has resigned as Secretary of DHHR in order to accept this new position.  Her duties will begin
September 1, 2009.  The Office is to oversee and coordinate health care reform/initiatives within West Virginia.

Management Services Department

Scott Hicks, Director of the Management Services Department gave a report on several applications which
currently under review by various funding agencies.

West Virginia Small Cities Block Grant applications submitted back in April are still being reviewed by the
Governor's Office.  Bel-O-Mar staff submitted a Small Cities application for the City of Cameron, the Town of
Pine Grove and Wetzel County Commission for Water and Sewer Projects totaling over $4 million.

The latest word out of Charleston is that they hope to make funding decisions by the end of September.

Bel-O-Mar has also submitted an application on behalf of the Town of Triadelphia to the WV Department
of Highways for $140,000 in Transportation Enhancement Grant funds for construction of new sidewalks along
National Road.  These T-21 dollars are from the ARRA funds.

An application was submitted to the Governor's Office under the Community Participation Grant Program
for the Village of Clearview for a $17,000 storm drainage project.

Bel-O-Mar staff has submitted Belmont County's FY 09 Formula application to the State.  The state is
reviewing the application and expects to issue grant agreements by September 1st.

Bel-O-Mar has also submitted a Belmont County CHIP application which is still under review, requesting
$500,000 to continue the County's housing program.  Mr Hicks stated that he was pretty optimistic that we may be
getting some good news concerning the application within the next couple of weeks.
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Mr. Hicks then reported on applications that have been funded since our last meeting.

Those include the City of Glen Dale EPA STAG of $300,000 to extend a water line along Little Grave
Creek.  The total project cost is $700,000.

The Village of Barnesville will receive an EPA STAG of $500,000 for wastewater treatment plant
improvements as part of a $3 million project.

Lastly, the City of Moundsville applied for and received an EPA Brownfield Grant of $200,000 to do
clean-up work at the Fostoria site. Bel-O-Mar will be doing the administration on that project.

A summary of the Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant Program was provided.  The Program
is aimed at reducing energy use in government owned building with the focus being on City Buildings and County
Courthouses.  Eligible improvements would include installing high-efficiency heating systems, replacing windows,
insulation, and lighting just to name a few. 

In Ohio the process for the non-formula portion of this money is to list your project on the same website
as all the other stimulus projects, which is www.recoveryohio.gov.  The program is listed on the site's drop-down
menu under the energy efficiency programs.  Any Ohio community interested in applying for EECBG funding can
contact Bel-O-Mar for assistance with getting your project registered.

On the West Virginia side, the WV Department of Energy has chosen to pass on its non-formula allocation
to the 11 Regional Planning Councils to distribute.  Each Regional Council will accept applications from it's local
governments and those applications will be rated using a rating system that is being established by the state's
Regional Council's. 

As of the meeting date, the State Department of Energy's application to the U.S. Dept. of Energy is under
review.  The State DOE has asked the Regional Councils to develop a uniform application to be used state-wide as
well as a system of rating the applications.  The goal is to spread the money around to as many local governments
as possible.  A committee will be formed to review the applications received.

The amount each Region gets is determined by its total population.  Region 10 will get approximately
$500,000 to award to its eligible communities. 

Finally, Mr. Hicks reported on some changes to the Ohio County Water Supply Project.  These changes
included rescinding the original grant of $1.5 million, which was a 50% matching grant and amending the original
scope of extending a 16" main from Wheeling Hospital to the Highlands to included an additional 1 million gallon
water storage tank.  In order to make these changes, it was necessary to reapply for EDA Stimulus funding under
the Ohio County Development Authority's sponsorship.

Mr. Hicks further stated that since the new request was for stimulus money, EDA can provide up to 80%
of the total cost of $8 million.

The OCDA has been approved for a loan through the WVIJDC for $1.6 million match contingent upon
receiving the EDA grant.  EDA is reviewing the application as of the meeting date and we expect to hear something
very soon.
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Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) Revision

Mr. Muransky described a proposed revision to the FY2010 - FY2013 TIP.  Through a loan arrangement
prepared by ODOT Central Office, funding is now available to resurface Mall Road in FY2010, at an estimated
cost of $640,000.  A pavement marking project on Mall Road and Banfield Road was previously selected for
ARRA funding.  With the loan, the resurfacing of Mall Road can be accomplished in advance of the pavement
marking project, using Bel-O-Mar’s STP funding.  Repayment of the loan would occur in FY2011.

It was noted that efforts are also underway to secure a second loan to resurface Banfield Road in advance
of the pavement marking project.  This loan would be repaid in FY2012.

Ms. Favede made a motion, seconded by Mr. Stein, to adopt the resolution endorsing the revision to the
FY2010 - FY2013 TIP which adds the Mall Road resurfacing project to the program.  The motion carried.

Report of Nominating Committee and Election of Officers

Reporting for the Nominating Committee, Mr. Callarick recommended the following slate of officers for
the next fiscal year:

Chairman: Bob Vincenzo - St. Clairsville
Vice Chair - Ohio: Stanley Stein - Martins Ferry
Vice Chair - W. Va.: Bernie Twigg - Marshall County
Secretary: Don Mason - Wetzel County
Treasurer: Bob Herron - Wheeling

As there were no nominations from the floor, Mr. Callarick moved that the slate of officers be
unanimously elected.  Second by Ms. Favede.  Motion passed.

WV Legislature Resolution

Mr. Phipps recommended passage of a resolution accepting $38,000 from the West Virginia Legislature. 
These funds will be used to match Bel-O-Mar’s EDA and FHWA grants.  Motion to approve the resolution by Mr.
Hendershot, seconded by Ms. Douglass.  Motion passed unanimously

Adjournment

The meeting adjourned at approximately 1:20 p.m.
